Put your creative side to work and build an Acrostic Poem. Don’t let the name or lack of experience scare you away. Acrostics are easy to write because they don’t need to rhyme, and you don’t need to worry about the rhythm of the lines. Each line can be as long or as short as you want it to be.

Our idea is Prevent Abuse. The words are written down vertically. You think of ideas and phrases that you think about for Prevent Abuse as you complete each letter of the words Prevent Abuse.
